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The course examines four major domains: first, the legal base as to its conditions,
characteristics, originating and explanatory sources, and the basis behind its
obligation in domestic as well as international law; second, fields of law, its
divisions, and its application in terms of space and time; third, the concept of right in
the matter of its divisions, sources, and parties, whether they are individuals,
governmental persons, or states; last, the relationship of law to the notion of right
which would be tackled through the study of the case that transfers law and right

from the abstract world to the reality of practical application.
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The course deals with the definition of civil law besides the general trends of
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Jordanian civil law, the definition of the personal right, and its distinction from other
rights, in addition to an adequate representation of the sources of personal rights. It
also expounds on the various shapes of commitments; one of which can be
exemplified in a contract and contractual liability in terms of content, formation, and
validity; its pillars, conditions, and dimensions together with its validity, its scope,
interpretation, and its relative impact, not to mention the dissolution of the contractual
bond by dismissal, for instance. Further types of contracts are presented like an
electronic contract which is perused through the eyes of its privacy over traditional
contracts. The course also deals with the unilateral will in respect of its concept, its
position in terms of Western and Islamic jurisprudence perspectives, and its provisions

as well as applications in Jordanian law (The Promise of a Prize).
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Many subjects are explored in this course. Commercial law is one of the topics
discussed in terms of its origin, characteristics, stages of development, fields, and its
relationship to civil law. Trade law and commercial legislation development in the
Kingdom of Jordan are other subjects presented in this course. Sources of judgment
in commercial cases, a statement of states of business, and the criteria approved to
differentiate between business and non—-commercial (civil) businesses along with the
consequences are additional themes illustrated in this field of study. The course also

describes several types of Business, like overland business, maritime business,
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dependent business, and mixed business. Other chapters tackled in this course are
a merchant and commercial capacity, how to acquire the status of a merchant, and
duties of a merchant regarding preserving commercial books, registering in the
commercial registry and chambers of commerce, and taking an address and a
trading name. The provisions of stores and their elements in terms of protecting and
disposing of are relevant issues, too. Finally, a reference to commercial contracts
has been made with regard to transport contract, persons of this contract, their
obligations and responsibilities, commercial mortgage contract, types of commercial

agency, and brokerage contract
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Several subjects are presented in this course: the constitution as to methods of
drafting, its sources, and its types; constitution topics in respect of the state form, the
system of government in it, its powers, the rights and duties of the citizen, the
interpretation, amendment as well as termination of the constitution, and oversight of
the constitutionality of laws; types of the political system with regard to assigning
power to monarchical and republican systems, authoritarian and democratic systems,
models of contemporary political systems; and most importantly, Islam's frame of

mind toward the constitution and other political systems.
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The theory of crime is thoroughly investigated in the course, and accordingly,
consequent relevant subjects are also explored, such as the application of the penal
law in terms of time and place, the legal statement of the crime respecting its legal,
material, and moral pillars, in addition to further topics which are pertinent to the

theory of criminal contribution and attempted crime.
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This course deals with the study of the nature of administrative law in terms of its
concept, origin, nature, basis, and sources. It also sheds the light on central and
decentralized administrative organization, central and decentralized administrative
organization in general and in Jordan, in specific, administrative activity with regard
to public facilities and administrative control in normal and exceptional

circumstances.
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This course tackles the nature of public international law in terms of its definition, its

historical background, the basis for binding its rules, its relationship to internal law,

and the characteristics of the international legal system. It also refers to States

regarding their creation, recognition, and demise, as well as their rights and duties

through sovereignty and equality. Additional subjects are international organizations

with a global orientation or with a regional orientation; sources of public international

law; several international law topics concerning international conflict resolution,

environmental protection, and the concept of an international community; means of

applying international law by states and international organizations, abiding by the

rules of international responsibility. Furthermore, the concept of international law in

an Islamic view in the matter of the contribution of Islamic Sharia in establishing the

rules of this law and the role of Muslim jurists in developing them are critical themes

in this course.
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The following subjects are demonstrated in this field of study: the definition of the
term Obligation; the elements of the life of commitment and its sources; commitment
from its inception until its expiry; the effects of commitment, descriptions,
transmission, and its expiration; the effects of Obligation and its implementation
whether voluntarily or forcibly; the nature of Loyalty; the provisions of the payer and
the payee, the relevant time and place, and the method of presentation as well as
deposit; fulfillment in return as for clearing, uniting the two dhims, renewing the debt,
and deputizing for the fulfilment; implementation in kind concerning conditions, the
way of practice as well as forced execution through compensation; the penalty clause
regarding its definition and its benefits; guarantees of the debtor to preserve his right
(financial disclosure); legal guarantees in terms of the direct action and the indirect
action; the claim that the debtor’s harmful actions not to be enforceable, the fictitious
claim, and the right of retention; descriptions of the obligation with reference to the
obligation contingent on a condition, the obligation described for a term in terms of
the effects of the standing condition and the resolving condition, the effects of the
endowment term and the resolving term, the obligation described in terms of plurality,
multiple subject matter of obligation regarding voluntary obligation and substitutionary
obligation in addition to the multiple parties implied in the obligation like the joint debt,
the solidarity of the creditors, the solidarity of the debtors, and the indivisibility of the
disposition (the undivided obligation), transfer of obligation with regard to transfer of

right, debt, and their provisions in comparative law and Islamic jurisprudence;
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Expiration of the obligation exemplified in release and impossibility of implementation;
statutes of prescription of both types, forfeit and gain; and, finally, comparisons

applied in reference to Islamic jurisprudence, Arab, and Western legislation.
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This course deals with the following subjects: the involuntary sources of
commitment, their concept, and their divisions; the concept of the harmful act (tort
liability) and its development; the distinguishment between tort and contractual
liability; general provisions of liability; pillars of tort in Jordanian, comparative law,
and Islamic jurisprudence; damages or harmful act in Jordanian law and error in
comparative law; direct damages, causation, and their applications; the concept of
damage as to its conditions and types including material damage, moral damage,
missed opportunity, and causation; types of tort referring to responsibility for
personal actions which falls on money and on oneself, responsibility for the actions
of others (the responsibility of the person responsible for the supervision and the
follower for the actions of the subordinate), the responsibility for the act of the
animal, the responsibility of the building guard, and the responsibility arising from the
act of mechanical things and machines; beneficial action in terms of enrichment
without reason and gaining without reason; the concept of beneficial action and its
development; the general theory of the beneficial act in terms of the pillars and

conditions of the beneficial act, the provisions of the beneficial act regarding claim,
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warranty, and statute of limitations; applications of the theory of beneficial action in
Jordanian law in the light of undeserved receipt, virtue, and Pay off the debt of

others; the law as an involuntary source of obligation in terms of its concept and

applications.
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The course tackled the following subjects: named contracts in civil law; their
definition; their historical development; the role of the will in their creation, their
comparison with international trade contracts, some unnamed modern contracts; the
types of contracts named in the Civil Code such as contracts relating to the property,
contracts received for the benefit, contracts for work, contracts of gharar, and
contracts for personal authentications; the position of Sharia and Islamic
jurisprudence on the named contracts; and detailed provisions in various laws and

judicial rulings.
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The following themes are discussed in this field of study: the original real rights; their
definition and types; detailed provisions of the property right; the scope of the right of
ownership, the means of protection, and the restrictions imposed on it; special types
of ownership like common ownership, up and down ownership, common wall
ownership, and floor and apartment ownership; reasons for acquiring property due to
the case of death or in the event of life; provisions of attachment, contract, pre—
emption, and possession; sub—property rights including usufruct right, right of use,
right of dwelling, right of musataha, and easement rights (abstract); ancillary real
rights with reference to the abstract mortgage in terms of its creation, its effects and

its termination; and mortgage regarding its creation, its expiry and concession rights.
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The course deals with the general principles of labour law in terms of its
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international development, scope of application, and characteristics. It also tackles
the elements of the individual work contract, its duration, and effects concerning the
obligations of the worker and the employer, the reasons for its termination and the
consequences thereof. Additional topics are legal regulation of collective labour
relations; trade union organization and collective settlement of labour disputes;
Social Security Law as to general principles in the social security system and social
insurance covered by the Social Security Law including old—age, disability and death

insurance, work injury insurance, and occupational diseases.
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The following themes are comprehensively illuminated in this course: Negotiable
Instruments in terms of their definition, their types, the legal system that governs
them, and the distinguishment between them and other securities; the three
commercial papers which are the bill of exchange (value), the promissory note (the
bill of exchange), and the check; bill of exchange as to the conditions for its
establishment, the methods of its circulation, and the conditions for its payment; the

promissory note in the light of its conditions, methods of trading, and terms of

11
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fulfillment under it; check in the matter of its definition, conditions, distinction from a
bill of exchange, and the terms of payment included beneath; banking operations
represented in current account, money deposit, securities, discount, opening credit,
letter of guarantee; the current account in terms of the conditions for opening the
account, the effects of the current account, and the rules for closing it; Money
deposit- its definition, its distinction from the current account,

the conditions for its establishment, its effects, its comparison with the deposit of
securities, and the deposit in the general rules; discount referring to its definition,
nature, conditions, and effects; opening the financial credit with regard to its
definition, conditions for opening the credit, its effects, and its nature in comparison
with the current account; types of credit regarding a letter of guarantee, its definition,
determining its effects, and its relationship to financial credit; commercial papers and
banking operations compared to Arab and foreign laws and various judicial

applications in a number of Arab and foreign countries.
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Many subjects are clarified in this course like the development of commercial
companies in Islamic society through different eras and the impact of Islamic
jurisprudence on their development; the general principles of the company’s

contract; the legal personality of the company; the division of companies into civil

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and commercial; companies of persons, such as General Partnership Company,
Limited Partnership Company, and Joint Stock Company; mixed companies with
regard to a limited liability company and a partnership limited by shares; funds
companies like the public shareholding company; the company’s incorporation and
its stages; the company’s capital and subscription to shares; trading of shares in the
financial market, inside and outside; the market price; real stocks and their
appreciation; the increase and decrease of the company’s capital; the issuance of
loan bonds; the company’s bodies and management, the types of liquidation and
expiry of the public shareholding company; bankruptcy provisions in terms of its
definition, characteristics, and distinction from insolvency in civil law; conditions for
the declaration of bankruptcy and its effects; provisions of bankruptcy and its
closure, rehabilitation, provisions of preventive composition from bankruptcy, its

effects, and distinguishing it from other types of composition in bankruptcy provisions
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This course deals with the legal regulation of electronic commerce in Jordan with
the aim of shedding the light on the weaknesses and strengths in the Jordanian
legislation and the extent to which the rules of the Jordanian electronic
transactions law keep pace with the challenges and prospects of modern
electronic commerce. More subjects are presented in the course like the electronic
error, the positions of each one of the Jordanian electronic transaction laws and
the equivalent laws at the American, European and international levels with regard

to related issues
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This course deals with the following chapters: intellectual property, the rights arising
from it, the nature of these rights, their characteristics, and their distinction from
other rights; Intellectual property elements: copyright (literary and artistic property),
patents, trademarks, industrial designs, layout designs (topographical drawings) of
integrated circuits, the conditions for their protection and rights arising from them,

the term of protection, and international agreements dealing with them.
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The sources and the characteristics of Private international law are considered in
this course. Moreover, different perspectives of Private international law are also
discussed, such as nationality and legal status of foreigners, conflict of international
jurisdiction, and conflict of laws along with the enforcement of foreign judgments.
Additional details are presented in this course like the general theory of nationality
based on the principle of the state's freedom in regulating its nationality; the
problem arising from the implementation of this principle in the matter of the conflict
of nationalities and the proposed solutions to it; the Jordanian Nationality Law
compared with some Arab laws as to the acquisition of original and acquired
nationality with the effect of naturalization or marriage and loss of nationality; legal
status of foreigners regarding the right of these foreigners in enjoying the rights
guaranteed to them by international law ; the practice of rights by aliens; the
position of the Jordanian legislator in comparison to some Arab legislation
concerning the foreigners’ legacy in acquiring and practicing their rights; the general
rules of Jurisdiction in states which are based on states’ freedom in regulating their
jurisdiction as for considering disputes arising from relations with a foreign element;
the general theory of conflict of law with reference to conflict as well as solutions
applied to determine the applicable law which can presented in adaptation, referral,
in addition to the rules of attribution in connection with personal status, money,
voluntary and involuntary obligations, and cases as well as conditions for applying

foreign law; Execution of foreign judgments in the country
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Civil Procedure law presents many dimensions including its definition, sources, its
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relationship to other fields of law, the conflict of assets laws over time, and its
legislative development; Judicial organization in terms of its principles, guarantees,
formation and levels of courts, appointment and the response towards judicial
personnel and their assistants; rules of jurisdiction, state and international,
qualitative, value and local; solutions to conflict of jurisdiction; litigation, case theory,
definition and characteristics of the case, and its distinction, conditions for accepting

the case.
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The course explores the Law of Evidence in terms of the burden of proof and the
person on whom the burden of proof falls. It also discusses the doctrines of
jurisprudence in substantive and procedural rules of evidence; the distinction between
civil rules of evidence and penal rules of evidence; means of proof specified by law
as to written evidence, testimony, oath, acknowledgment as well as presumptions of

both kinds, disclosure, inspection, and experience
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The course tackles litigation procedures, filing the case, rules for exchanging
regulations before the courts, notification, attendance and absence before the courts,
rules of adversarial consideration, procedural nullity theory, civil case management,
aspects of the use of the case, additional requests, intervention, and entry. Additional
topics are types of defences, their types, Judgment theory, division and conditions for
the validity of the judicial judgment, the issuance of judgments, and the effects of
judgments. Furthermore, the theory of appeal against judgments is also presented in
terms of methods of appeal, classification of appeal methods and their general
provisions, ordinary methods of appeal, objection, and appeal. Last, the course

discusses extraordinary methods of appeal, discrimination, retrial, and objection to

others
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The course deals with the Execution Law in terms of its definition, its amendments
as a form of judicial protection in the implementation of judicial rulings, the legislative
development of this law, attribution of the implementation to the Execution
Department, not to mention the department’s functions and people in charge of it. It
also discusses litigation in forcible execution of the movable and immovable property

of the debtor, the debtor, and the manner of distributing the proceeds of execution
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This course sheds light on several issues: civil (legal) lawsuits, from their inception,
such as trust in litigation; defining jurisdiction; determining the type and value of the
lawsuit or due judicial procedures, writing regulations and urgent requests within the
legal periods; preparing response regulations, requests, memoranda, responses, formal
and objective requests in the lawsuit and counterclaim within the legal periods; stages
of litigation; roles in the case; pleadings; managing evidence of all kinds; stamping
evidence; final pleadings; issuing the final decision; appealing judgments and decisions
issued by the court by ordinary means (appeal and cassation); presenting a case of an
objection and preparing regulations and requests in concern; appealing by unusual
methods (objection of others and retrial); and preparing regulations and requests in

concern.

This course deals with the subject of the public job in terms of its establishment,
categories, and degrees; the public employee and his relationship with the
administration; the terms and methods of his appointment; the job conditions in his
rights, duties, performance, and the termination of the job bond. It also deals with
administrative decisions with reference to their definition, elements, pillars, and
types; electronic administrative decisions and their nature; the end of administrative
decisions; administrative contracts regarding their types, stages, and methods of
concluding them; the mutual rights between the parties of the contract, taking into
account the electronic administrative contracts, their distinction, and characteristics;
the end of administrative contracts; and finally the funds of the administrative

authority in terms of their definition, types, and methods of protection.
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The course studies the penal penalty from a legal point of view. It deals with the
various penalties and the descriptions that must be available in the penalty along
with the opportunity for punishment in terms of aggravating and mitigating
circumstances. Alternatives to the penalties stipulated by the legislator are discussed
including community penalties, suspension of the execution of the penalty, and the

termination of the penalty.
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This course represents an analytical study of the implementation of the general
rules of the Penal Code to crimes of murder and abuse as examples of crimes
against persons. At the same time, it includes some examples of crimes against

money such as crimes of all kinds, crimes of fraud, crimes of adultery, assault on

honour, crimes of slander, slander, and contempt
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This course implied many themes like the nature of the constitution and the
constitutional system; the Jordanian constitutional system under the Basic Law of the
Emirate of Transjordan 1928; the Jordanian constitutional system under the
independence constitution; the Jordanian constitutional system under the 1952
constitution and its amendments in terms of its nature and characteristics, how to set
it, the organization of the three public authorities, their competencies and their mutual
relationship; the Constitutional Court; the state's public finances in terms of its
definition, sources and constitutional organization; in addition to the judiciary as well

as its constitutional guarantees, types of courts, and interpretation of legal texts.
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This field of study affords a comprehensive refence to the principle of legality; forms

of control over the administration’s respect for the principle of legality; the control of
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the administrative judiciary over the work of the administrative authority; the
organization of the administrative judiciary in different countries; the jurisdiction of the
administrative judiciary as to the lawsuit role in cancelling the administrative
decisions in violation of the law; the nature of the rescission lawsuit and the
conditions for its acceptance; the procedures tackled in the lawsuit for the purpose of
revocation and a full judiciary; Judgment of grievances in Islam and its applications in
terms of abuse of power by rulers and the compensating results as for the individuals
compared to the compensation ruling by the administrative judiciary; and finally

legislation in respect of jurisprudence and jurisprudence (comparative) issues.
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The course deals with the concept of electronic management in terms of its
objectives; benefits; patterns including e—government, e-commerce, e—health, e-
education, and e—publishing; the successful methods applied by e-management in
addition to its guarantees; levels of transition; and e-management obstacles. E-
government is another subject tackled in this course with reference to its content;
scope; its elements; the crucial role of e—government; its advantages; the principle
of equality and the principle of the regular functioning of public utilities and their
susceptibility to change; requirements for building e-government including legal,

infrastructure, qualified human resources, good procedures to protect public order,
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and privacy; electronic administrative decisions and the accessibility to apply them;
electronic voting, electronic signature; electronic administrative contracts; electronic
evidence; electronic formation of bodies; electronic services, and the role of

administrative control in the prevention of cyber—crimes.
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This course tackles the general theory of international organizations with regard to
their historical phenomenon; their definition; and their classification in terms of
geographical extension, subject matter, and powers; issues related to international
organizations in the matter of their legal personality including acquisition, loss, and
effects of the acquisition, the state's status in the international organization, the
organization's advantages and immunities, the legal value of the decisions of
international organizations, and their impact on public international law; global
international organizations such as the United Nations, UNESCO, the International
Labor Organization, the World Trade Organization, and the International Monetary
Fund; Regional international organizations like the Organization of American States,
the Organization of African Unity, the Council of Europe, the Organization of the
Islamic Conference, and the League of the Arab States and its specialized

organizations.
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This course aims at identifying the concept of information technology crimes in terms
of their different types and forms, such as crimes of hacking computers, information
centers, the Internet, breaking into websites, hacking e—mail, and forging an
electronic signature. The course also deals with the causes of these crimes and the
factors contributing to their emergence. In addition, it identifies the dimensions of
these crimes, the role of various institutions in confronting and preventing these

crimes, and the legislative and institutional responses to these crimes.
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In this course, students gain a comprehensive illustration of the following themes: the
definition of a tax, its distinction, types of taxes, constitutional principles regulating tax,
income tax, sales as well as related disputes, taxes, customs duties along with their
disputes, jurisdiction in tax disputes, tax courts, courts of the first instance, courts of

the second instance, and tax trial procedures and procedures.
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Law of Criminal Procedure demonstrates cases arising from the crime; the general
theory of organizing the penal judiciary, its formation, competence, and penal
evidence; the procedural stages following the occurrence of the crime; and methods

of appealing penal judgments.
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This course deals with the study of criminal procedures at the stage of the criminal
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penal judgments.

trial. The course additionally studies the penal jurisdiction, the formation of the penal

courts, the principles governing the trial, the trial procedures, and the appeal against
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This course displays the act of trust in a criminal case. It also clarifies the steps for

determining the type of complaint and the jurisdiction in addition to preparing and

submitting regulations for complaints and requests before the competent authorities. It

also refers to the roles of the investigation starting from the stage of inference and

preliminary investigation to the trial and its roles. The course guides students into the

act of following up on the relevant procedures, preparing regulations as well as

memoranda, and appealing the decisions issued by the public prosecutor and the

competent courts during the consideration of the case. The course sheds light on the

importance of providing evidence, representing the Public Prosecution at the trial, and

stamping pieces of evidence. Further subjects are discussed in the course, such as

submission of defence statements, defence evidence, final pleadings, issuance of

decisions and rulings from courts, appealing these decisions and rulings from courts,

objecting and appealing these decisions and final rulings by ordinary means (appeal

and cassation) or by unusual means (retrial and cassation by written order), and

preparing regulations and requests for that.
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This course includes the definition of the law, its origin, development, confiscation, its

different fields, the characteristics of each one of them, and their relationship to other

laws. The course also examines each field of law in the English language.
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This field of study makes an illustrative reference to general provisions of real estate
law; types and identification of real estate in light of general rules and the real estate
law; agencies not subject to dismissal; sale in exchange for maintenance; real estates’
identification, survey, and value; rules and procedures for land and water settlement;
registration of real estate not previously registered; the removal common In real estate;
the rules regulating real estate buildings and complexes; ownership and renting for
non-Jordanians and legal persons; insurance mortgages for real estate; and
expropriation provisions. The course ends up in comparing the general rules of civil law
in light of the changes brought by the Real Estate Ownership Law No. (13) of 2019 in

related topics.

The course explores the following concepts: Maritime Trade Law in terms of the legal
rules regulating it, whether in domestic law or in international agreements; ship as to
its legal status, registration, acquisition of its ownership, marine privileges on the ship,
marine mortgage, seizure of the ship, the ship’s owner, public and crew, contracts
concluded on the ship regarding maritime transport, the charter of the ship, and its
types; and finally marine Perils with reference to collision, First Aid, rescue, general

loss and perils subject to marine insurance.
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This course deals with the concept of insolvency, actual and imminent insolvency,
persons to whom the provisions of insolvency apply, persons who are related to the
person of the insolvent debtor, creditors in insolvency proceedings, stages of
insolvency proceedings, the preliminary stage of a request for insolvency declaration,
its conditions, and procedures; the stage of reorganization of economic activity, taking
into account that the insolvent has its conditions and procedures; the stage of
liquidation of the economic activity of the insolvent, its cases, and procedures; the
effects of the month of insolvency, the insolvency agent, the conditions for the
appointment of the insolvency agent, his rights and duties, the end of the insolvency
procedures, the account of covering the necessary expenses for the insolvency
procedures, the spending cases, and sources of financing; and the international
insolvency, its concept, its provisions, its procedures, and the crimes as well as the

penalties in the insolvency law.
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This course provides a good explanation of the concepts relevant to securities which
are regulated by financial legislation, their types as well as methods of trading
including registration, issuance, subscription, deposit, settlement, lending, borrowing,
mortgage and mortgaging.

The course also refers to the persons of the bodies regulating these works, the rights,

and the powers of these bodies.
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This course deals with the insurance contract in terms of its origin, the different stages

of development applied to the concept, its characteristics, its types, and its status in

Islamic Sharia jurists’ point of view; risk in insurance, its identification; and the

premium as well as the elements specifying it; interest in insuring things and persons;

the effects of the insurance contract, the obligations of the insured and the uninsured,

and the rights of the beneficiary; legal remedies, statute of limitations, and direct

claims; and the various relevant principles applicable to marine, life, fire, and liability

insurance contracts.
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This course studies the concept of industrial and commercial property, the provisions
of the patent law, industrial designs and models, trademark law, and international

agreements regulating industrial property rights.
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The course presents the nature of competition in light of legal economic principles
which are based on the following factors: the market economy; freedom of trade and
competition; the importance of competition regulation; the legal basis for the legitimacy
of competition; the legal rules that support the presence of adequate competition in the
market; the prevention of monopoly; identifying practices that restrict the competition in
the matter of the dominant position, agreements, and economic concentration; the
authorities concerned with the control and the follow—up of those operations in the

market; and the penalties for violating the rules of competition regulation.
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The following themes are comprehensively tackled in this course: the general
foundations of decentralized administrative organization and administrative authority;
the local administration; its philosophy; and its basic components in the presence of
independent administrative units that enjoy administrative and financial independence,
taking into account the elected local councils which are supervised by the central
authority “administrative control” to manage their local facilities and its applications,
such as municipal councils, local councils, and provincial councils, in terms of their

formation, functioning, and the end of their mandate.
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The course sheds light on many special crimes, whether those contained in the Penal
Code or outside the framework of this law. It presents the law of economic crimes,
customs and tax crimes, crimes of bribery, embezzlement, forgery, money laundering
crime, job investment, and the Issuance of false certification, which is referred to as a

private crime.
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This course includes an analytical study of the application of the Penal Code general
rules to crimes committed in violation of the Narcotics and Psychotropic Substances
Law, crimes against state security including terrorism crimes, and the Law of

Protection from Domestic Violence.
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In this course, students prepare a research project that contains the following
elements: the title of the research, the problem of the study, its importance and
objectives, previous studies, research methodology, and a list of references and
sources. In addition, students submit a research article on a legal topic presented in
the plan for granting a bachelor’s degree to law students. This course also introduces

the students to Legal Research and the Art of Drafting.
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This course deals with the nature of public rights and freedom. It also refers to the
rights and freedoms in the Arabs’ ancient times, before and after the advent of Islam.
Moreover, it sheds the light on the rights and freedoms in Western democracies and
the stages of their determination— the stage of natural rights and the stage of
development of the state's position, in particular. It also tackles the rights and public

freedoms, their various manifestations, and guarantees in the Jordanian legal system.
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This course defines the environmental law in terms of its nature, sources, scope of its
application, and its general characteristics. The course also with defines the country’s
environmental management, its organizational structure, competencies, and
responsibilities. Furthermore, this field of study explores the legal rules that ensure the
protection of the environment from pollution, and it demonstrates the rules and

provisions of liability for the environmental damage.
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This course points out the definition of the international humanitarian law; its basic
principles; its legal nature; its position in relation to the law of international human
rights; and its sources presented in the "Hague Law', 'Geneva Law', and the categories
of armed conflicts. It also exemplifies the former themes in the following two topics:
first, the international humanitarian law in international armed conflicts. Second, the
basic rules applied in the techniques and the different means of warfare; their effects

on weapons; ethics of combat; categories of persons and protected sites; measures to
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implement the law internally and measures to monitor implementation; and national as

well as international suppression of serious violations of humanitarian law.
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The course presents the concept of human rights; the interest of Islam in human
rights; and the compatibility between the rights of the group and the rights of the
individual. The course also discusses the different types of human rights, such as
civil, political, economic, and social rights. Furthermore, it tackles human rights in
development and in a pure environment in addition to the sources of international
human rights at a global and a regional level. The course additionally clarifies
human rights in the context of armed conflicts, whether international or non-
international. Most importantly, the course demonstrates the mechanisms necessary

for the protection of human rights at global and regional levels.
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
