It aims to identify the
components, characteristics, types, and its intellectual and philosophical orientations. All
that by studying the biographies of most famous architects - Jordanians and foreigners - who
had a clear impact on the profession, application and education and reviewing their
architectural projects, whether implemented or not (architectural competitions / posts... etc.
